INTERESTING FLORIDA
BOATS

My wife Diane and | recently had a great
opportunity to visit some friends at their place in
Fort Myers, Florida. This is not a bad thing to do
starting in early March, when the St. Louis high
temperatures are thirty degrees with snow flurries.
When we arrived at Fort Myers, the temps were in
the low to mid eighties, with sunny skies....

During our stay, | searched about to find some
interesting boats, both model and full-sized, that
might find in a part of the US where | previously
had not been. If you do a little searching, it's
amazing what you can find and photograph. One of
the more interesting facets of Fort Myers is the
historic connection with Thomas Edison and his
close friend Henry Ford.

Just after the turn of the twentieth century, @me
that Mr. Edison had discovered that Florida was a

nice warm place to be in the winter, and he was in
search of a means to produce synthetic rubber. So
he built and nice home along the river, with a
nearby laboratory for his experiments. He invited
Mr. Ford down, and Henry also liked the area,
building a winter cottage next door to that of Mr.
Edison. Today these two homes and grounds have
been preserved and one can pay them a visit.

While going through the museum, | ran across a
couple of interesting model boats. The first id tifa
Ford’s yacht, th&cailia. It is a fine looking cratft,
steam powered. Henry loaned it to the US Navy
during WW | for use as a subchaser. After the War,
the Navy returned it to him. The second model boat
is that of Edison’Reliance The real boat could
cruise up and down the river and was normally
docked at the Edison estate. It was powered by
Edison’s new invention, nickel iron alkaline
batteries, and had an operating rage of 70 miles
before it needed recharging. | found this latiatb
really interesting in that Edison was essentially
using in full size what we still use for our model
boats — rechargeable batteries!

Also on display at the museum was this photo of
Mr. Edison inspecting an old US submarine, which
used Edison batteries when operating underwater.



Again, until nuclear boats came along, this was the
way submarines operated for roughly fifty years.
He’s on the deck of an E Class Boat, before WW 1.
The date on the photo shows December, 1915.

Having found those interesting models and the
photo, | next found that our stay included somestim
out on the beach and along the Gulf. An intergstin
cruise, especially for kids, is on a pirate shifpjck
can also be rented for parties.

Finally, having looked at models and boats out on
the water, | decided it was time to actually take a
boat ride. So we signed up for a sunset cruise on
boat out of Captiva Island. Our vessel waslLthey
Chadwick a neat little craft that would make a nice
model. It had twin screws and a shallow draft, a
good thing since the water around these islands was
only four feet deep. It had twin Cat diesel engine

| had a nice discussion with its young captain, who
claimed that he had never gotten it aground such
that he couldn’t keep moving.

On our return trip home, we stopped at Savannah,
Georgia. Savannah has a very busy port, with lots
of container ship traffic. While having lunch
alongside the river, we watched several container
ships arriving and leaving. From only 100 yards

from our table, those things are huge! They really
towered above our table.

The point of my tale here is to remind you to have
your camera ready and to be on the lookout for
some interesting boats wherever you go. You never
know when you might stumble across something
that begs to be modeled.........

|lce-cream stick ship sails for England

Tue Apr 8, 12.35 PM ET

DEN OEVER, The Netherlands (Reuters) - A Viking ship made from ice cream sticks set sail for England from the
Netherlands on Tuesday.

The 15-metre (50-foot) long ship, named after the Norse god Thor, is made from 15
million recycled ice-cream sticks glued together by U.S.-born stuntman Robert
McDonald, his son and more than 5,000 children.

"If you can dream it you can do it ... | want to teach children that anything is possible,"
McDonald said.

Badly injured as a child in a gas explosion that killed the rest of his family, he has
loaded his ship with cuddly toys and plans to reach London and visit children in
hospitals.

He and his crew hope to cross the Atlantic later on the ancient Viking route to North
America via Iceland and Greenland.
